Joan Blycamp and a financial expert will put together a preliminary statement regarding the serial 
bonds. 
 
There was a presentation on the CDBG. The presentation was to show the benefits that the Water 
Meter Grant can make in a low to moderate income area. 
 
A second Public Hearing will be held on April 12, 2010. 
 
At 7:40 p.m., Trustee Fagan made a motion to adjourn the Public Meeting. Trustee Powers seconded 
and motion carried. 
 
Prior Budget Workshop, Mr. and Mrs. Porter were present requesting Information and help from the 
Village concerning the landslide.
