CALL TO ORDER: A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees, Village of Castleton-on-Hudson was held at Castleton Village Hall, 85 South Main Street on October 13, 2015.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Trustee/Deputy Mayor Carner with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 
· Trustee Pratico moved, Trustee Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the minutes of the September 14, 2015 meeting.  

PUBLIC COMMENT:  
At 7:05, Trustee/Deputy Mayor Carner moved, Trustee Pratico seconded, motion to open public comment period.

Greg Gersch reported that he had discovered a program that could save the Village money on their electric bill.  ERSCMA will be holding a meeting in November and will discuss their program.  Mr. Gersch suggested that the Board attend the meeting.  The board asked him to contact the Village with the date and time of the next meeting. 

At 7:10, Trustee/Deputy Mayor Carner moved, Trustee Pratico seconded, motion to close public comment period.


REPORTS:
1. DPW Report: Trustee Martin moved, Trustee Pratico seconded, motion carried to accept the DPW Report.  
2. Water & Wastewater Report:  Superintendent John Shortsleeve stated that the Village will have to temporarily haul out liquids.  The press pump is failing and needs to be repaired.  A new pump costs in the thousands.  The cost to haul the liquid out is $854.00 for a 7000 gallon truck load. He also stated that the Water and Wastewater computers have new wiring and are now being backed up on the cloud. Trustee Pratico moved, Trustee Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the Water & Wastewater Report.  
3. Castleton Kids: Scott Mocerine, Castleton Kids, spoke of a former employee that has serious medical issues.  He would like to help her by giving a donation or by raising funds.  Mr. Mocerine will speak to Attorney Craig Crist about the appropriate way to go about this. Trustee Pratico moved, Trustee Martin seconded motion carried to accept the Castleton Kids Report.  
4. Library Report:   Librarian Director, Melissa Tacke, announced that a correction needed to be made about the October 31st parade.  The time will be from 1:00-2:00.  The parade will start at the Library and end at the Firehouse, where there will be refreshments.  She spoke of the upcoming Wii at the Library on October 23rd from 2:00-5:00 and of the History of Mountainview Cemetery presentation on October 28th at 6:30.  The next Open Mic night will be Tuesday October 20th at 6:30 and will then switch to Sunday nights beginning on Sunday November 15th at 6:30.    Trustee Martin moved, Trustee Pratico seconded, motion carried to accept the Library report.
5. Code Enforcement: No report. 
6. Fire Department: Matt Carner, Fire Chief, stated that he will be sending air packs for SBA road testing this month.  He reported that the gauge that shows how full the tank on the truck is has been repaired. He said that the truck’s computer may need to be repaired or replaced soon. Trustee Pratico moved, Trustee Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the Fire Department Report.  
7. Building Inspector: Building Inspector Gary Ziegler thanked the Clerk’s Office for their help while he was out on vacation.  He also stated that he will be attending a training class on November 4-6.  Trustee Martin moved, Trustee Pratico seconded, motion carried to accept the Building Inspector Report.  
8. LDC: Trustee/Deputy Mayor Carner moved, Trustee Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the LDC Monthly Report.  
9. Safety/MS4 Report: No report.   
10. Clerk-Treasurer Report:  Trustee Pratico moved, Trustee Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the Clerk-Treasurer’s Report. 


BUSINESS: 
1. 45 South Main Street and 15-17 – Dangerous Buildings:  45 South Main-The judge gave the owner thirty days to get legal representation and come back to court with a plan.  The Bank does not want to foreclose on the house and the building has been deemed unsafe. The owner will have to have it repaired or demolished.  The next court date is November 3rd.    15-17- Attorney Craig Crist stated that the building is owned by the county now.  Trustee Martin stated that she informed the county that the building is condemned.  Attorney Craig Crist will continue to work towards having the county demolish the building.
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Water Tower Update: Tad Johnston, from Delaware Engineering, reported that the old water tower has been removed and the electrical work is completed.  Soil testing is being done to be sure that the area meets guidelines for landfill.  Aquastore should have one more invoice.  We may need to hold retainage form HMA until the spring, just to be sure that the grass grows and that all work is completed.  The hill still needs to be graded and the fence installed.
3. Surplus Property to George Street Residents: Attorney Craig Crist is working on this. 
4. Sale of Village Property to Fire Company: Attorney Craig Crist is working on this. 
5. Purchase of Fire Truck: Attorney Craig Crist and Fire Chief Matt Carner are working on the specs for the new firetruck and will be sending them out for competitive bidding.
6. Resolution #47 and proposed local law #4 amending section 171-6 of the Villages solid waste law: The board has made adjustments and a new public hearing will take place October 26th at 7:00PM.
7. Resolution #48 Standard work day for elected and appointed officials- Deputy Clerk and Clerk-Treasurer:  There will be a 6 hour work day for the Clerk-Treasurer and Deputy Clerk positions. Trustee Martin moved, Trustee Pratico seconded with all in favor approval of Resolution #48.
8. Planning and Zoning will now direct legal questions to Attorney Craig Crist. The Village will no longer retain Attorney Kevin Engel.
9. Discuss who owns and who is responsible for the road off of Green Ave into the Firehouse.  Fire Chief Matt Carner stated that the map shows that this is Village property.  Some residents want the potholes fixed and to be allowed to park there.  Trustee Pratico disagreed.  Trustee Ryan suggested placing No Parking signs in that location.  This will be discussed again next month.
10. B&L Grant update for waterfront development: Nothing reported.
11. Hamilton Printing/Brian Payne delinquent water bill and CSX bill: Nothing reported.
12. Redo Village hall and hallway:  Not discussed.
