BOARD OF TRUSTEES REGULAR MEETING

December 14, 2015

GENERAL PUBLIC: 0

CALL TO ORDER: A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees, Village of Castleton-on-Hudson was held at Castleton Village Hall, 85 South Main Street on December 14, 2015.  The meeting was called to order at 7:01 pm by Mayor Keegan with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 
· Mayor Keegan moved, Trustee Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the minutes of the November 12, 2015 meeting.


PUBLIC COMMENT:  
At 7:04 pm, Mayor Keegan moved, Trustee Martin seconded, motion to open public comment period.

Castleton Kids President Kevin Anderson spoke of a blinking street light on Hudson Street and George Street.  He asked if someone could repair it. DPW Richard Saville agreed to handle it.

At 7:06 pm, Mayor Keegan moved, Trustee Pratico seconded, motion to close public comment period.


REPORTS:
1. DPW Report: Richard Saville, DPW, stated that Village leaf pickup is now over.  MS4 Norm Wiley is working on a flyer to hang on doors to inform residents that the Village is finished picking up leaves and that now all leaves must be placed in paper bags at the curb for Village pickup on Mondays.  Mayor Keegan moved, Trustee Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the DPW Report.  
2. Water & Wastewater Report:   Superintendent John Shortsleeve announced that the water tower is in use, that there is a ladder attached to it and that a locked fence surrounds the tower and ladder. He asked what price the Village was going to charge Maple Hill High School, Middle School and the bus garage for sewer.  Mayor Keegan stated that a workshop will be held to review and adjust rates. John Shortsleeve asked if the Board had made a decision on the study for the water treatment plant and equipment.  Mayor Keegan stated that the Board had not discussed this further.  A discussion was planned for executive session.  Trustee Carner moved, Trustee Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the Water & Wastewater Report.  
3. Castleton Kids:  Scott Mocerine announced that Castleton Kids will be having a give back day for families in which the staff will watch the kids for free.  Trustee Martin moved, Mayor Keegan seconded, motion carried to accept the Castleton Kids Report.  
4. Library Report:   Trustee Pratico moved, Trustee Carner seconded, motion carried to accept the Library report.
5. Code Enforcement: Code Enforcement Officer, Jim Lance, announced that Fanny Mae had cleaned up 1 Smith Drive and that the Lafontaine’s had been notified to remove the scaffolding in front of the house. Mayor Keegan stated that this was a great first report. Trustee Pratico moved, Trustee Carner seconded, motion carried to accept the Code Enforcement report.
6. Fire Department:  Matt Carner, Fire Chief, stated that all trucks and SVA’s have been serviced.  Mayor Keegan thanked the fire department for bringing Santa and the fire trucks to Holiday’s on the Hudson.  He said that he was thrilled with the job the fire department was doing, that all the trainings were up to date and that he appreciated all of their volunteerism.  He asked if the parking situation with the neighbor was settled.  Matt Carner said that both parties have met in the middle and all was settled. Mayor Keegan reminded the fire department that the snow emergency rule is that anyone parked in front of the station for over 48 hours needs to be towed.  He said that they should call the Code Enforcement Officer to facilitate this.  Mayor Keegan moved, Trustee Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the Fire Department Report.  
7. Building Inspector: Trustee Martin asked Gary Ziegler, Building Inspector, what was happening with the foundation on Seaman Avenue.  Gary said that the owner was hoping for home delivery soon.  Gary Ziegler asked for permission to attend the Building Inspectors conference in Lake Placid in February.  The Board approved this.  Trustee Martin moved, Mayor Keegan seconded, motion carried to accept the Building Inspector Report.  
8. LDC: Trustee Carner moved, Mayor Keegan seconded, motion carried to accept the LDC Monthly Report.  
9. Safety/MS4 Report: Norm Wiley, MS4, asked if there was a way to do some consolidation of services, basically rent Norm’s services to the Town of Schodack.  The Board agreed that it was a good idea and that we should look into this.  Norm Wiley asked Tad Johnston, Delaware Engineering, if there was a Swiss report and permit completed for 80-90 Seaman Avenue. Tad said that he would call Steve Hart to find out. Mayor Keegan moved, Trustee Pratico seconded, motion carried to accept the MS4 Report.
10. Clerk-Treasurer Report:  Clerk-Treasurer Joanne DeVito stated that the Hamilton Printing/Brian Payne bills were paid off.  She explained that the credit card processing contract needed to be placed on hold, as SCA would have to charge higher rates to the residents unless the Village would also accept credit card payments for taxes as well. Mayor Keegan explained that it was not financially feasible for SCA to work with us, not a good fit. Trustee Carner moved, Trustee Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the Clerk-Treasurer’s Report. 


BUSINESS: 
1. 45 South Main Street and 15-17 – Dangerous Buildings:  45 South Main- The next court date is December 16th.     15-17- We are waiting for the County to take the house down.
2. Water Tower Update: Tad Johnston, from Delaware Engineering, reported that the project is complete. We should hold $3,000.00 in retainage until the spring to be sure that the grass grows.  He stated that he believes the project came in under budget and that it is possible that the remaining money leftover be used toward an interface terminal and radio system.  This alternate is built into the project. We would have to go back to the controls people to get a price to do that.  He also presented the Village with a wall plaque including a picture of the new water tower. 
3. Surplus Property to George Street Residents: Richard Saville, DPW, stated that this portion of George Street is no longer a highway and in his opinion there was no need to use it as such.  The Village has not maintained it as a Village highway for over six years.  Attorney Craig Crist stated that there will be a public hearing held on January 11th to discuss selling the property.  Trustee Carner moved, Trustee Martin seconded motion to call for the public hearing to discontinue and sell said portion of George Street.
4. Sale of Village Property to Fire Company: Attorney Craig Crist is working on this. 
5. Purchase of Fire Truck: Matt Carner, Fire Chief, and Attorney Craig Crist will put together a committee to determine the needs of the Fire Department.
6. Resolution #49- Establishing a Village Election Day: 
RESOLUTION NUMBER # 49 OF THE YEAR 2015 OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF THE VILLAGE OF CASTLETON-ON-HUDSON ESTABLISHING VILLAGE ELECTION DAY AS MARCH 15, 2016.
WHEREAS, Village elections are usually held on the third Tuesday of March;	
WHEREAS, the third Tuesday of March, 2016 is March 15 -
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: the Village election is to be held on March 15, 2016 with three terms to be filled.  Mayor for the term of Joseph Keegan for a term of Two Years, Trustee for the term of Marianne Carner for a term of Two Years, Trustee for the term of Jenifer Pratico for a term of Two Years.
      7.    Resolution # 50- Designating the polling place and time for the Village Election:
RESOLUTION # 50 OF THE YEAR 2015 OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF THE VILLAGE OF CASTLETON-ON-HUDSON DESIGNATING POLLING PLACE & TIME

WHEREAS, the next General Village Election shall be held on Tuesday, March 15, 2016; 	
WHEREAS, Section 15-104, Sub. 3 of the Election Law of the State of New York provides that the Village must adopt a resolution stating the polling place and hours which the polls shall be open;
 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:  The place of holding the General Village Election in the Village of Castleton-on-Hudson, County of Rensselaer, and the State of New York, shall be at the Castleton Village Hall, 85 South Main Street, Castleton, New York.  The hours of opening and closing the polls shall be from 12:00 noon to 9:00 p.m. in the evening on Tuesday the 15th day of March, 2016.

8. Resolution#51- Appointing Election Inspectors:  
RESOLUTION # 51 OF THE YEAR 2015 OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF THE VILLAGE OF CASTLETON-ON-HUDSON APPOINTING ELECTION INSPECTORS

WHEREAS, 15-116 of the Village Election Law, states that the Board of Trustees of the Village of Castleton-on-Hudson by resolution, at least forty (40) days prior to the general election shall appoint two (2) inspectors.  Such resolution shall fix compensation of the inspectors and designate a chairman.
WHEREAS, the inspector of election shall be the duty of the inspectors of election to preside at the Village election Tuesday March 15, 2016.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Ted and Mary Lou Kulpa be appointed as election inspectors, the rate of compensation is to be $65.00 per person.
9. William Taylor, retiree, change in new medical plan from Aetna to United:  The Aetna plan that was approved by the Board for retirees last month does not allow a retiree to live outside of Rensselaer County.  Mr. Taylor needed a healthcare policy that allowed that option.  United does allow this.  Clerk-Treasurer Joanne DeVito requested that the Board approve a United plan for Mr. Taylor.  Trustee Carner moved, Trustee Ryan, seconded motion to accept United as the health plan offered for retirees.
10. Camingo/Mull 72 South Main Street tax and water bills: Deputy Clerk Janice Better explained that the building owned by Mr. Camingo was also rented by Mr Mull as a second unit.  As a courtesy, the Village split the bills and sent one to Mr. Mull and one to Mr. Camingo for each unit.  Mr. Mull is no longer a tenant of Mr. Camingo’s and the laundromat is closed.  The Board agreed that it is Mr. Camingo’s responsibility to pay the bill for both units as he is the owner of the building.  All bills will go to him directly for both units. Clerk-Treasurer Joanne DeVito will send a letter to Mr. Camingo explaining the Board’s decision.
11. Vote on perspective Library trustees: Library Director, Melissa Tacke stated that the Library Board can comprise of 5-15 people.  The Board currently has 5 members but would like to have  8.  Three candidates, Mary Claire Aitken, Sarah Niemitalo and Maria Marcucci, were accepted by the Library Board and were presented to the Village Board for approval. Mayor Keegan explained how the Village and Library work together.  The Village owns the building and is responsible for infrastructure and the Library is responsible to discuss future plans with the Village Board.  Mayor Keegan moved, Trustee Pratico seconded, motion to accept the new candidates as trustees for the Library Board.
12. Solar Panels Planning Board: Tad Johnston, Delaware Engineering, discussed the difficulty in moving the solar permits along due to the required Sight Plan.  Mayor Keegan suggested that Tad discuss this with Attorney Craig Crist and work together to revise the solar panel law.  He suggested that they have a public hearing on January 11th to discuss the changes.
13. 2016 Holidays and calendar: Mayor Keegan moved, Trustee Pratico seconded motion to approve the 2016 holiday list and calendar.
14. Discuss Clerk’s office security and public access:  Mayor Keegan discussed the need to have a more secure workplace in the Village Clerks office.  He suggested that a committee be put together to discuss ways to provide better security to the Village Clerk-Treasurer and Deputy Clerk.
15. New front door for Village hall: Richard Saville, DPW, discussed the need for a new front door for Village hall. He suggested that it be considered along with the other work that will be completed in the Village Hall. Mayor Keegan stated that he would include a new front door with the list.
16. Sewer rates for schools- High School, Middle School, Bus Garage:  A workshop will be held to discuss this issue.
        17. Review of Castleton-Schodack LDC matters: Attorney Craig Crist presented the Board with a new Tolling Agreement.  Trustee Pratico moved, Trustee Carner seconded motion carried to accept the new Tolling Agreement. 18. B&L grant update for waterfront development: Nothing yet to report.
19. Arrangement between Village and Library regarding who is responsible for what:  Mayor Keegan spoke about the need for the library to abide by Village guidelines when placing advertisements for employment.  He requested that the library ask the Village Board in advance when considering controversial programming, when they want to use the room upstairs, or before blocking off the street.  He stated that there should be no infrastructure changes without Village Board approval. He asked that new employees be subject to background checks as well. 
20. Redo Village hall and hallway:  Mayor Keegan asked for confirmation on the procurement policy.  It was determined that, for improvements over $3,000.00, the Village is required to obtain three written bids before selecting a contractor.  Trustee Carner asked if the upstairs broken water fountain could be removed.  DPW Richard Saville agreed to take a look at it and possibly remove it.
