June 13, 2016

CALL TO ORDER: A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees, Village of Castleton-on-Hudson was held at Castleton Village Hall, 85 South Main Street on June 13, 2016.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Mayor Schmidt with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 
· Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the minutes of the May 23, 2016 Regular Meeting.

TRUSTEE REPORTS:
· Mayor Schmidt:  Mayor Schmidt announced that the Memorial Day Parade was a nice event and was well attended.  The downtown revitalization grant application was submitted. The first farmers/artisan market was held on June 3rd.  There was live music.  He congratulated Rachel and Catherine for doing a great job.  The next one is Friday June 17th.  He met with Schodack Island Park to discuss the three sided Kiosk that they are installing.  One side will be designated for advertising for local businesses. 
· Deputy Mayor/Trustee Martin:  Trustee Martin will attend the next Fire meeting next month. 
· Trustee Ryan:  Trustee Ryan announced that the health insurance has been selected for the Village employees.  Aflac renewal is coming up.  There will also be a library board meeting soon.
· Trustee Pratico: Trustee Pratico mentioned the upgrade to Village hall and that she has discussed the $8,000.00 grant that was originally designated for an elevator for Village Hall with officials and feels that we will be able to use this money for the upgrades.  The Village will have to pay up front and be reimbursed by the grant.
· Trustee Giuliano: Trustee Giuliano announced that the community garden fence will be going up soon.  She asked for volunteers to weed the garden.  She spent six straight days working on the grant application and is the reason she could not make the parade.  She said that she has begun research on the CFA.  This could possibly be used for historic buildings, such as the old jail and Village Hall, improving Main Street and gaining river access.
 
 

REPORTS:
1. DPW Report: DPW Richard Saville was absent.  Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded, motion carried to accept the DPW Report.  
2. Water & Wastewater Report:   Superintendent John Shortsleeve informed the Board of a resident on Willow Street that has requested that a street sign be removed.  Attorney Craig Crist stated that the area was too dangerous and that the sign should stay up.  The Board agreed.  Trustee Ryan moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the Water & Wastewater Report.  Mayor Schmidt abstained. Please note that Mayor Schmidt permanently abstains from all future water reports. 
3. Castleton Kids:  CK Scott Mocerine announced that they raised $3,600.00 from the Golf tournament.  He said that the summer numbers are strong.  He requested that the checks be cut for the summer field trips.  He spoke of the year end deficit and said that the unexpected raise in the minimum wage hurt.  He said they are mindful of the deficit and will be raising rates and making sure that they do not overstaff this coming year.  He also said that there is a big surplus in reserves.  Deputy Mayor Martin moved, Mayor Schmidt seconded, with Trustee Ryan abstaining, motion carried to accept the Castleton Kids Report.  Please note that Trustee Ryan permanently abstains from all future Castleton Kids matters.  
4. Library Report:   Librarian Director, Melissa Tacke, announced that the summer reading program will be kicking off soon.  She said that grade schoolers have been and will continue to visit the library with their classes to learn about what activities the library will be holding and to sign the kids up with library cards. Trustee Ryan moved, Trustee Pratico seconded, motion carried to accept the Library report.
5. Code Enforcement: Code Enforcement Officer Jim Lance said that he has been keeping up with the garbage and tall grass problems around the village. He has been having some success with some vacant properties.  He said that there is nothing in the code that states that you cannot have unattached boats in the street.  Clerk-Treasurer Joanne DeVito mentioned a few street corners where the hedges are too high to see around the corner of the street.  She felt like they made the corners unsafe.  Jim said that he would look into that.  Deputy Mayor moved, Mayor Schmidt seconded, motion carried to accept the Code Enforcement report.
6. Fire Department:  Fire Chief Matt Carner announced the list on the members for the volunteer Fire Department.  Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Pratico seconded motion to accept all members.  He announced that he put in a request to Kathy Marchione for all 25 pagers. Trustee Ryan moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the Fire Department Report.  
7. Building Inspector: Building Inspector Gary Ziegler announced that he spoke with the contractor who will demolish 15-17 Main Street.  They are waiting for the Department of Labor to approve the abatement paperwork.  Deputy Mayor Martin moved, Mayor Schmidt seconded, motion carried to accept the Building Inspector Report.  
8. LDC: Trustee Ryan moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the LDC Monthly Report.  
9. Safety/MS4 Report:  MS4 Norm Wiley announced that the annual MS4 report has been submitted and placed on the website. Trustee Giuliano moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the MS4 Report.
10. Planning: None Reported
11. Zoning:None Reported
12. Clerk-Treasurer Report:  Clerk-Treasurer Joanne DeVito announced that all Village employees who requested it are signed up for health insurance.  Tax and Water/sewer/refuse bills are being collected and year end preparations are underway. Deputy Mayor Martin moved, Trustee Pratico seconded, motion carried to accept the Clerk-Treasurer’s Report.

2. Sale of Village Property to Fire Company: Attorney Craig Crist is working on this.
3. Security System: The original lowest estimate of three from Hart Alarm was revised as some items were deemed unneeded by the Board. A new quote of $3,200.00 and monitoring of $20.00 per month was submitted to the Board.  Trustee Ryan moved, Trustee Pratico seconded motion to approve the Hart Alarm quote and hire them to install the security system.
4. Out of Village- fourth attempt to contact:  Deputy Clerk Janice Better  announced that there are three out of Village residents that are scheduled for water shut off on Monday June 20th unless they pay their bills before then.

9.  Transfer of Village Property on Main Street: The Board discussed that there had been discussions about this property and the possibility of transferring it in the past.  Attorney Craig Crist noted that alienation of park lands requires an act of the State Legislature and elimination of any green space covenant requires, at a minimum, the order of a judge.  Trustee Pratico said that there is no pending legislation and detailed the legislature’s requirement to have land substituted at least the same size.  The Board discussed this matter and desires no further action on this.
10. Policies for social media: Trustee Pratico contacted NYCOM on this matter.  There is no overall policy in place.  She stated that things could go very well on social media or could turn very quickly and go very badly.  She suggested that the Board have a policy in place that would give the Village the right to delete inappropriate comments.  Trustee Pratico stated that she would set up a policy and submit it to the Board.
