CALL TO ORDER: A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees, Village of Castleton-on-Hudson was held at Castleton Village Hall, 85 South Main Street on July 11, 2016.  The meeting was called to order at 7:09 pm by Mayor Schmidt with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 
· Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded, motion carried to accept the minutes of the June 27, 2016 Regular Meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  David Milano of 42 North Main Street asked how tall the fence for the community garden is and if any building permits were secured prior to the construction of it.  He also asked who owned the property.  Trustee Giuliano said that the community garden fence will be below the required fence limit of 4.6 ft. She said that the posts have not been cut yet but will be.  The property belongs to DOT and they have granted permission for the community garden and fence. Mr. Milano asked why the neighbors were not notified of the garden. Trustee Giuliano stated that the garden had been discussed at several Board Meetings publically and on the Village Facebook page several times.  She said that the community garden is a positive statement, a modern 21st Century project for the Village.  Betsy Prohonic stated that the problem is that the neighbors were not notified and feels that before a new project is started in the future that the residents in the surrounding areas should be notified first. The board agreed to do that. Greg Gersch asked the Board what their decision was on whether he had to pay his water/sewer/refuse bill on his vacant lot. Deputy Clerk Janice Better is still reviewing it and will get back to Mr. Gersch.  James Bono from Potentia Management Group presented the Board with a cost savings plan for lighting.  The Board will review the plan and decide if it would work for the Village.  Mary Bowitch of 13 Willow Street asked the Board to reconsider taking down the sign near her home.  Trustee Pratico said that the Board could not take down the sign due to insurance reasons.  Ms. Bowitch also asked that DPW Rich Saville fix the dip in the street by her home for better drainage.  The Board agreed and Rich Saville said he would fix it.  Jessica Stever of Ridgeview Terrace wanted clarification on Village codes for keeping properties neat.  She wanted to know how the Village controls this.  Code Enforcement Officer Jim Lance explained the procedure and asked her to contact him with the properties that she is concerned with.


  
TRUSTEE REPORTS:
· Mayor Schmidt:  Mayor Schmidt stated that he wanted to keep the Board reports short as there was a lot of business to discuss.  He mentioned that he spent Saturday and Sunday working in the community garden on the fence and that it is almost finished.
· Deputy Mayor/Trustee Martin:  Deputy Mayor Martin announced that after years of meetings, there will not be a consolidation of fire departments.  South Schodack decided not to join. 
· Trustee Ryan:  Trustee Ryan announced that NYMIR rates have not gone up.  She said she would discuss more in Executive Session.
· Trustee Pratico: Trustee Pratico mentioned that Castleton Kids have increased enrollment.  The possibility of Castleton Kids moving to the middle school is up to the district and they have not announced a decision yet.
· Trustee Giuliano: Trustee Giuliano announced that there are 749 followers on Facebook.  We are still waiting for the Capital Region winner of the DRI.  Produce from the community garden has been taken to the Anchor.  She wanted to thank Ken Malloy, Kim Schlosser and George Papas for their help.  Trustee Giuliano is working on two more grant applications.  The Brandon Grant- which identifies creative artists in Village and the NYS Office Park Reservation Grant which is a match grant. 
 
REPORTS:
1. DPW Report: DPW Richard Saville has been working on the parking lot next to Village Hall.  He will be able to use CHIPS money to pay for the retaining wall blocks.  He hopes to have it ready to pave by the end of next week.  Kyle Smith is working with them again for the summer and Jerry Robinson will take the summer off.  Deputy Mayor Martin moved, Mayor Schmidt seconded, motion carried to accept the DPW Report.  
2. Water & Wastewater Report:   Superintendent John Shortsleeve informed the Board that the new pump is on order and should be here in six weeks. Deputy Mayor Martin moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded motion to approve the Water/Wastewater report.
3. Castleton Kids:  CK Scott Mocerine was absent. Trustee Pratico moved, Mayor Schmidt seconded, motion carried to accept the Castleton Kids Report
4. Library Report:   Librarian Director, Melissa Tacke, announced that the summer reading program is off to a good start.  The Times Union stopped by to take pictures and do a story on the library activities. There will be free consultations with an attorney on the second Tuesday of the month.  Residents can call for an appointment. Trustee Ryan moved, Mayor Schmidt seconded, motion carried to accept the Library report.
5. Code Enforcement: Code Enforcement Officer Jim Lance said that he drives through the Village two to three times per week.  He cited ten properties for tall grass.  The hedges on Stimson Street have been cut.  He will have to issue a few tickets and will speak to the Village attorney about that.  A note about his report- 7 Benedict should be changed to 13 Benedict. Deputy Mayor Martin moved, Trustee Pratico seconded, motion carried to accept the Code Enforcement report.
6. Fire Department:  Fire Chief Matt Carner announced that there will be a press conference on the pagers.  He will be there for that. Matt presented the Board with two more members for approval.  Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Martin seconded motion to approve the two new members. Trustee Ryan moved, Trustee Pratico seconded, motion carried to accept the Fire Department Report.  
7. Building Inspector: Building Inspector Gary Ziegler announced that 15-17 South Main Street is still standing.  He said that air quality bid requests have gone out and that this needs to be settled before the building is demolished.  He announced that there will be a meeting on Thursday at 3:00 with FEMA.  He does not know what it is about as they requested the meeting.  Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the Building Inspector Report.  
8. LDC: Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the LDC Monthly Report.  
9. Safety/MS4 Report:  MS4 Norm Wiley announced that he will attend a meeting with the High School principle soon.  He is also waiting to teach the Flagging course until a new DPW/Wastewater employee is hired. Trustee Ryan moved, Mayor Schmidt seconded, motion carried to accept the MS4 Report.
10. Planning: None Reported
11. Zoning: Deputy Mayor Martin moved, Mayor Schmidt seconded motion to accept the Zoning report.
12. Clerk-Treasurer Report:  Clerk-Treasurer Joanne DeVito announced that security system has been installed in Village hall. Tax and Water/Sewer/Refuse bills are still being collected daily. Bill Adams will complete the AUD Report on July 19th. Deputy Mayor Martin moved, Trustee Ryan seconded, motion carried to accept the Clerk-Treasurer’s Report.

PUBLIC COMMENT: Superintendent John Shortsleeve discussed a cost cutting plan to change the existing street lights to LED. Deputy Mayor Martin moved, Mayor Schmidt seconded, with all in favor, motion to accept the bid for National Grid to upgrade lights at the Sewer Plant.  The cost is not to exceed $1,900.00.
