BOARD OF TRUSTEES REGULAR MEETING

September 12, 2016


PRESENT: Mayor Robert Schmidt, Trustee/Deputy Mayor Sharon Martin, Trustee Jenifer Pratico, Trustee Gina Giuliano and Trustee Amy Ryan

ALSO PRESENT: Attorney Benjamin Hill,  Library Director Melissa Tacke, CK Kevin Andersen and Scott Mocerene, MS4 Norm Wiley, Fire Chief Matt Carner, Code Enforcement Officer Jim Lance, Clerk-Treasurer Joanne DeVito and Deputy Clerk Janice Better.

CALL TO ORDER: A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees, Village of Castleton-on-Hudson was held at Castleton Village Hall, 85 South Main Street on September 12, 2016.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Mayor Schmidt with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 
· Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded, motion carried to accept the minutes of the August 8, 2016 Regular Meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  
Bill Schouten, Smith Drive, wanted to know why he is expected to pay water and sewer charges when he has no access to the water and sewer systems from this property.  The Board accepted a map of Mr. Schouten’s property and will consult with Superintendent John Shortsleeve on this matter.  Marianne Carner asked that the monthly departmental reports be made available on the website for the public to read.  Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Ryan seconded, motion to make the reports available on the Village website on the Friday before the Board meetings.
  
TRUSTEE REPORTS:
· Mayor Schmidt:  Mayor Schmidt stated that he has become more involved with the day to day operations of the Village by holding weekly meetings with the Clerk-Treasurer and DPW department.  He reminded everyone about the Village –Wide garage sale and picnic this Saturday, September 17th.
· Deputy Mayor/Trustee Martin:  No report.  
· Trustee Ryan:  No Report. 
· Trustee Pratico: Trustee Pratico mentioned that she and Deputy Mayor Martin met with Dennis from the Town of Schodack about them considering hooking into the VOC Sewer System when they do their study.  Trustee Pratico and Superintendent John Shortsleeve also met with Dennis and LaBerge to discuss the sewer connection with the school. They would like the hookup to be in place before the students move into the new High School. LaBerge will be attending a Board meeting to discuss this further.  Trustee Pratico also spent time down at the Clerk’s Office helping to send out the Water/Sewer/ Refuse bills.
· Trustee Giuliano: Trustee Giuliano announced that there will be two more Farmers Markets in October on the first and third Friday’s of the month.  She will have maps for the garage sale at the Farmers Market this week. She said that the American Garden Association puts out a journal and that she would be writing an article on the Village Farmers Market to be placed in it.  



REPORTS:
1. DPW Report: Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded, motion carried to accept the DPW Report.  
2. Water & Wastewater Report:   Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded motion to approve the Water/Wastewater report.
3. Castleton Kids:  CK Scott Mocerene announced that there are 124 kids registered in the program and 106 attending each day.  He said that the Castleton Kids school year program is open to students in the Schodack School District, but the summer program is open to anyone. He announced that they will need to hire more counselors and gave the Board several resumes to review.   Mayor Schmidt  moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded, motion carried to accept the Castleton Kids Report
4. Library Report:   Librarian Director Melissa Tacke is looking for costume donations for the Library program.  Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded, motion carried to accept the Library report.
5. Code Enforcement: Code Enforcement Officer Jim Lance said that he needs tickets for several properties that have not answered his letters or fixed the problems on the properties. Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded, motion carried to accept the Code Enforcement report.
6. Fire Department:  Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded motion to approve the Fire Department report.  
7. Building Inspector: Building Inspector Gary Ziegler was absent.  Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded, motion carried to accept the Building Inspector Report.  
8. LDC: Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded, motion carried to accept the LDC Report.  
9. Safety/MS4 Report:  MS4 Norm Wiley thanked Deputy Clerk Janice Better for stuffing the envelopes with the MS4 information.  He announced that Perma will be holding Snowplow and Flagger training soon and that the Board may want to send some employees to it. Mayor Schmidt  moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded, motion carried to accept the MS4 Report.
10. Planning: None Reported
11. Zoning: Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded motion to accept the Zoning report.
12. Clerk-Treasurer Report:  Clerk-Treasurer Joanne DeVito submitted three price quotes for a buzzer system on the Clerk’s office door. Deputy Mayor Martin stated that she was against it. Joanne DeVito said that she thought the cost could be covered by a grant that the Village has been awarded.  Trustee Pratico felt that the grant money would be used up on the Village Hall front door that needs to be replaced.  Mayor Schmidt asked Joanne DeVito to look at the budget to find out if there is room for the expense.  Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded, motion carried to accept the Clerk-Treasurer’s Report. 


BUSINESS: 
1. Resolution #34- sign Marshall and Sterling Agreement: Attorney Ben Hill needs to revise some wording.  This will be revisited at the next Board meeting.
2. Resolution # 43- Local law regulating parking on Edgewood- Mayor Schmidt said that after the public hearing that we had at the last meeting, this topic is open for discussion.  Trustee Pratico said that residents are still parking in front of the hydrant on Edgewood. The board agreed that all of the dead end streets should be reviewed and that Rich Saville should put together a list of the dead end streets. The Board will revisit this issue.
3. Resolution # 46 – Expenditure of funds from NYCLASS Reserves account for Ford F550 dump truck: There was no public opposition to the purchase of the new dump truck.  Mayor Schmidt moved, Trustee Pratico seconded motion to purchase the dump truck and use the reserves to pay for most of it.  The old dump truck will be placed up for sale.             RESOULTION # 46 OF THE YEAR 2016 OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF THE VILLAGE OF CASTLETON AUTHORIZING EXPENDITURE OF FUNDS FROM THE VILLAGE NYCLASS ACCOUNT FOR THE PURCHASE OF A 2016 FORD F-550 XL, RELATED ACCESSORIES AND SERVICE AGREEMENT SUBJECT TO PERMISSIVE REFERENDUM:
The Village of Castleton using Onondaga Bid Statewide Bid Ref # 7974 has passed a resolution approving the purchase of a 2016 Ford F-550 XL for $73,347.17 unless a petition signed by at least 5% of the total vote cast for governor in the Village of Castleton in the last general election is received by September 8, 2016, protesting said resolution and requesting a referendum thereon.  A copy of the resolution is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the Office of the Village of Castleton Clerk’s Office.
4. Resolution # 47- Key Bank is the depository account for the Village- As Key Bank is taking over First Niagara Bank the Village Board makes a resolution to use Key Bank as its depository accounts for the Village. Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded, motion to accept Key Bank as the depository bank for the Village.
RESOLUTION NUMBER # 47 OF THE YEAR 2016 OF THE 
VILLAGE BOARD OF THE VILLAGE OF CASTLETON-ON-HUDSON DESIGNATION OF DEPOSITORIES
WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees has determined that New York Village Law Sec. 4-412(3) (2) requires the designation of banks or trust companies for the deposit of all village monies to Key Bank, and NYCLASS;
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  that the Board of Trustees does hereby designate the Key Bank and NYCLASS as depository of all moneys received by the Village Clerk and Village Treasurer.
5. Delaware Engineering-  awarding the contract on the roof installation for the Water Treatment Plant- Tad Johnston of Delaware Engineering opened the bids at the Clerk’s office.  S& L Roofing had the lowest bid at $63,400.00. Superintendent John Shortsleeve wants to use the excess fund balance in the Sewer fund to pay for the roof.  Clerk-Treasurer Joanne DeVito will look into this to be sure that it is the proper way for the Village to handle this expense.  The Board will discuss this at the next meeting.
6. Smoking Receptacle- Albert Eriole, an employee at the Library, wrote a letter to the Board complaining about where the smoking receptacle was currently placed.  He said that sometimes smoke carries into the Library.  He asked that it be moved. The Board discussed making all Village properties smoke free zones and removing the smoking receptacle from Village Hall.  Attorney Ben Hill will look into this as there would need to be a local law in place to accomplish that.
7. Signs for Castleton Firehouse-  Matt Carner, Fire Chief, asked that the Village provide a sign for the firehouse that stated that parking at the firehouse was acceptable for 24 hours only during snow emergencies. The board agreed and Rich Saville will be asked to purchase and install the sign.
8. Union contract approval-  Mayor Schmidt negotiated the Union contract for the Village which included a 2.5% increase in salaries and acceptance of MVP as the new health care option for Village employees.  Trustee Pratico would like to see the use of a time clock for Village employees.  Deputy Mayor Martin and Trustee Ryan did not agree with the terms of the Union contract and did not think that it should have been signed by the Mayor.  The Board agreed to continue this discussion in Executive Session. 
9. Violation of Open Meetings Law- Trustee Giuliano announced that there was a violation of the Open Meetings law, whereby a few trustees met with the Mayor at Village Hall without public notice.  Trustee Pratico said that it was not a planned meeting and that she did not know that Trustee Ryan would be there as well.  Trustee Giuliano stated that if it happened again that she would report it. 
10. DEC Sewer Inspection Report-  Mayor Schmidt announced that the DEC Report was favorable and that the Board should each take a look at it. 
11. Electronic Banking- Tabled 
12. General Water Sewer rates- Tabled
13. Zoning and Planning Board Vacancies- Tabled
14. Bid proposals for demolition of 45 South Main- The Board does not want to move forward with this until Rensselaer County agrees to help.  Attorney Ben Hill will discuss this in Executive Session.
15. Code of Ethics- Tabled

ONLINE BANKING TRANSFERS:  Deputy Mayor Martin moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded motion carried authorizing Clerk-Treasurer Joanne DeVito to transfer funds according to the schedule presented to the board.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: At 8:37 pm, Trustee Pratico moved, Trustee Martin seconded, motion carried to enter executive session to discuss employee and attorney client negotiations. At 9:12 pm, Trustee Ryan moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded, motion carried to exit executive session.

VOTE: Trustee Pratico moved, Trustee Giuliano seconded, with all in favor motion to pass the union contract.  The Board will discuss office employee’s raises and performance evaluations on October 24th.

ADJOURNMENT: At 9:19 pm, Deputy Mayor Martin moved, Trustee Ryan seconded, motion carried to adjourn the meeting.
