BOARD OF TRUSTEES REGULAR MEETING

October 24, 2016


PRESENT: Mayor Robert Schmidt, Trustee/Deputy Mayor Sharon Martin, Trustee Jenifer Pratico, Trustee Gina Giuliano and Trustee Amy Ryan

CALL TO ORDER: A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees, Village of Castleton-on-Hudson was held at Castleton Village Hall, 85 South Main Street on October 24, 2016.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Mayor Schmidt with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 
· Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the minutes of the October 3, 2016 Regular Meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  
Fire Department Chris Carner announced that there will be a free showing of the history of Castleton on Friday October 28th at the Firehouse at 7:00 pm. He said the Village Halloween parade will be held on Saturday October 29th and that a Kiwanis chicken Barbeque will be held on Sunday October 30th.   
Frank Palladino announced that he will not be building at 88 South Main.  He said that he will be moving his laundromat to the old Hanson’s building.  He plans to improve the exterior of the building.  Deputy Mayor Martin suggested that he apply for a business exemption from the Town of Schodack.  It will help to save him money on his taxes.  Frank also asked the Board to consider tax breaks for businesses on Main Street as well as for some improvements to the area.  He would like to see the Village help make the area more attractive.  He also said that it was unfair that he had to pay per unit for water, sewer and refuse when some of his apartments have multiple units but do not use the same amount as a single family home.  Betsy Prohonic, Zoning Board, said that when she lived in Altamont, her bill was calculated on a certain percentage of her water bill. The Board agreed to discuss options for giving incentives to Businesses and agreed to think about other options in calculating water/sewer/refuse bills.
Bill Schouten, Smith Drive, asked what the status of his capital water/sewer bill was.  The Board responded that this was a unique situation and that they would discuss this further and give him an answer at the November 14th Board meeting.
  
TRUSTEE REPORTS:
· Mayor Schmidt:  No report.
·  Deputy Mayor/Trustee Martin:  Deputy Mayor Martin announced that the fire company merger is still being considered and that they are also considering pooling resources amongst the companies as well.  John Shortsleeve would like to discuss water and sewer rates.  Mayor Schmidt would like to have an informational session to discuss the current water and sewer situation at the Village.  Trustee Pratico agreed that this was a good idea.  A meeting was set for November 28 at 7:00 pm at the Firehouse.  John Shortsleeve and Marybeth Bianconi from Delaware Engineering will present information that night. This will take the place of the regular Board meeting that was scheduled that night.
· Trustee Ryan:  Trustee Ryan attended the Library Board meeting last week.  They will be hiring a new employee and are working on their mission statement.  They approved the librarian’s wish list and decided that Melissa could approve purchases under $500.00. The movies at the State Park were a success.  She spoke of a new program whereby prisoners convert yearbooks to CD’s.  The library is trying to decide if this is something that they want to participate in or not. 
· Trustee Pratico: Trustee Pratico mentioned that Castleton Kids is doing well. The cemetery committee is investigating how many plots they have left and their rates.  They will be starting a Facebook page and a website.
· Trustee Giuliano: Trustee Giuliano announced that the American Community Garden Association will publish an article on the Village community garden. A grant proposal will be submitted to NYSDOT for a Passenger Rail and Freight Infrastructure Improvement program grant.  


REPORTS:
1. DPW Report: Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the DPW Report.  
2. Water & Wastewater Report:   Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded motion to approve the Water/Wastewater report.
3. Castleton Kids:  Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded motion to approve the Castleton Kids report.
4. Library Report:   Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded motion to approve the Library report.
5. Code Enforcement: Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded motion to approve the Code Enforcement  report.
6. Fire Department:  Fire Department Chris Carner requested that the Village purchase a new fire truck and presented the Board with the bid proposal for it.  The estimate is $275,000.00.  Clerk-Treasurer Joanne DeVito announced that there is a $44,000 reserve set aside for Fire Equipment, but that the rest has not been budgeted.  The Board asked her and the Fire Department to work together to put together the revolving LOC and submit it.  Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded motion to approve the Fire Department report.  
7. Building Inspector: Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the Building Inspector Report.  
8. LDC: Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the LDC Report.  
9. Safety/MS4 Report:  Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded, motion carried to accept the MS4 Report.
10. Planning: None Reported
11. Zoning: Zoning Board Betsy Prohonic announced that she has four people interested in joining the Zoning Board.  Betsy said that she needs two full members and would like an alternate as well.  Mayor Schmidt also has some interested residents. Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded, motion to approve the Zoning report.
12. Clerk-Treasurer Report:  Mayor Schmidt moved, Deputy Mayor Martin seconded motion to approve the Clerk-Treasurer report.




BUSINESS: 
1. Resolution #34- Mayor to sign the Marshall and Sterling Agreement: Attorney Ben Hill revised some wording in the agreement. Trustee Giuliano moved, Trustee Ryan seconded, motion to approve the Mayor signing the Marshall and Sterling agreement.
2. Resolution # 49- Smoking prohibited at Village Hall and surrounding grounds: Trustee Ryan moved, Mayor Schmidt seconded, motion approved to prohibit smoking in Village Hall or on the grounds at Village Hall.
3. Electronic Banking- Check Fraud section- This will be reviewed again once Key Bank is settled with its conversion. 
4. Demolition of 45 South Main:- Deputy Mayor Martin said that there is a committee at the county that approves or rejects payment for the demolition.  She said that if the Village follows the proper procedure and then includes the cost on the June bill, that if the bill is not paid, it will be relevied on the property tax bill.
