Board of Health ap-

proved the installation 

of the interconnection 

and the Village is now 

ready, for the first time 

in many years, to give 

out new water permits 

to out-of-village custom-

ers. First on our list is 

Maple Hill High School. 

This summer the high 

school made the connec-

tion and water from the 

village should be flow-

ing through the drinking 

fountains on the first 

day of school. The high 

school will continue to 

use their well water for 

other uses. The cost of 

this project was minimal 

to village taxpayers. The
